Concept: 

Reflect on how the Canadian Government would have functioned after a nuclear attack.

Objectives: 

· Students will gain an understanding of the government responsibilities after a nuclear bomb attack on our country. 
Materials:  Journey to the Diefenbunker- Resource Game, What Would you Do? template
Student Activity:

Part A: Individual Activity
· Play the Resource Game on the Journey to the Diefenbunker website
· Reflect on the consequences of your action in the Resource Game 
Part B: Group Discussion
Review student responses to their experience playing the Resource Game using the following questions: 

1. List off some of the resources the Government of Canada would have leveraged to help Canadians through the aftermath of a nuclear attack.

2. What was the hardest choice you had to make in the Resource Game? What were the results of your actions?

3. Does this game give you a new insight into the responsibilities of our government leaders?

· Have students write a personal response to the above questions.

Have the student’s individually fill out the “What Would You Do?” template. Have a group discussion around their responses.
